

Upgrades to 1848 Alyssa Way


-Port Edwards brick on all sides of house
-Back yard Rainbird sprinkler system 
-Gutters around house
-Gas fireplace
-Gourmet kitchen (middle island, built in Gas cooktop, electric oven, and dishwasher, all GE profile)
-Generac whole house generator
-Epoxy coated garage floor
-Ceiling mounted garage storage
-Added decorative accents to garage door
-Ceiling fans in the two guest bedrooms
-Elfa closet system headers in guest bedroom closets, and in den closet (Elfa is sold at the Container Store)
-No carpet in entire house (waterproof LVT in entire house except for master bath, which has tile
-Master bath upgraded tile with decorative border
-Drawer stack added in Master bath vanity for extra storage 
-Designer curtain rods remain, curtains/drapes do not
-Wall mounts (with in wall wiring)  for TV’s in den, study, and master bedroom (Mounted tv’s negotiable)
-Both bathrooms have ADA compliant “comfort height” toilets
-Upgraded outside front lighting with carriage lights and lantern
-Flood lights on back corners of the house
-Tuff shed for storage in back yard (HOA approved and placement also approved)
-Brick walkway extension in front (HOA approved)
-AC has REMI HALO for germ and dust control, as well as a surge protector
-House is wired for alarm
-Barn doors to study which is also pre-wired for surround sound 
-Added hardware to doors and drawers in bathrooms and kitchen
-Changed kitchen sink faucet for functionality and aesthetics
-Added air switch for disposer on countertop, so it wouldn’t be necessary open cabinet door to turn disposer on
-Added push button entry lock to front door
-House has entire package of door handles instead of knobs (looks nicer and easier than knobs for folks with arthritis)
-Solid wood front door, 8 ft tall, with leaded glass
-Custom blinds
-Added light in pantry
-Added recessed lights in den
