· This beautiful 3071 s.f. home has 4 bedrooms, spacious study, 3 full baths, formal dining & breakfast rooms plus 4-car garage, 2-car porte-cochere and over 1000 s.f. above garage.  The large pool features a splash pad, bubblers, adult conversation underwater seating & a hot tub.
· The floor joists for space for the room above the garage were beefed up and joists were installed at 12’ on center instead of 16” on center to support the weight.
· We spent $1000s of dollars for LifeProof LVP to be used upstairs but it could be used in the house and something else installed upstairs.  It is very nice and durable.
· Every where we planned to hang a television, we added more woof during construction so televisions would be well supported.
· We had study insulated for sound as my husband used it as a music room.
· We had Cannon Security come in during construction and run cable, internet, security and speaker wires everywhere in an effort to avoid unsecured wifi.
· Security cameras were installed all around the house plus inside the house and all footage is recorded on a hard drive.
· An alarm system is installed and owned by us.  There are three conveniently placed keypads.
· We have power drive way gates.
· Every bedroom, study and living room has been hardwired for television hookups.
· With a receiver, you can listen to music in the house or outside or both. Through the installed speakers.
· We paid to have water/sewer drain plus electrical to garage for eventually building out most of the space upstairs.
· Upstairs has its own electrical panel.
· If you wish to build it out, there are cabinets for kitchen plus a sink and countertops.  There is also a bathroom vanity with sink and as mentioned before, there is LVP flooring.
· We had a gas line ran in the back near pool so we could hook our grill up to natural gas.
· The pool is huge; it has a splash pad with bubblers for the little ones.  We also had places for two umbrellas installed on the splash pad to keep the babies from burning.   There are steps that step down from that space into the shallow end.
· The deep end has an underwater bench for adults to hang out.
· The pool is VERY low maintenance.  We do not get a lot of leaves in the pool.  The  water level is automatically kept full.  We almost never do anything to it.  We also have a heater for pool and/or hot tub.
· The pool vacuum was replaced about 6 months ago.
· We had the fireplace vent raised well above the standard location to keep the littles from burning their hands.
· The landscaping was all designed by Grand Designs.  They are awesome.  They also had the sprinklers installed in the grass and all flower beds.
· The house is very energy efficient with foam insulation and a dehumidifier.
· We installed stone all around the fireplace and my husband built a beautiful mantel and had electrical installed there for lighted décor.
· We had the builder open the master closet to the laundry room – love it!
· We also reconfigured the master bedroom entrance and ended up with a private closet which is great for a good game of hide and seek or perhaps a gun safe!
· We also had the builder make changes so we would end up with a larger pantry.
· We did not accept any of Cervelle’s appliances except the gas cooktop.  We upgraded all of the other kitchen appliance.  We installed double ovens, one is convection.  We also hung a microwave under the upper cabinets.
· We got a quieter dishwasher.
· Above the ovens we had electricity ran into the empty space there so in the future we could open it up, add lighting and display shelves.  There is a light switch already in place for it.
· Recently, we refinished our front door and had the exterior of the house repainted.  
· We also touched up wall paint and installed large 5-6” baseboards and painted them.
· We had a security storm door installed.  It has stronger glass to make it more difficult for a burglar to get in and it has more than one type of lock on it.
· We replaced all of Cervelle’s interior lighting (except closets) with much nicer lighting from Carol’s Lighting.  The lighting at porte-cochere was also replaced with brighter lighting.
· We replaced ALL of Cervelle’s bathroom mirrors.
· We had a contractor add doors to the shelving areas on the half wall between living and dining.
· FYI – I had a 10’ long dining table and a huge 100-year-old wardrobe in the formal dining room.  We even brought in two small folding tables once.  It is spacious.
· The study/music room is graced with unique over 100-year-old doors from a manor home in India.
· The electrician installed a generator transfer switch to make it easier and safer to switch the home’s power to a generator which could stay under the porte-cochere.  Just add an electric start generator and you will be ready to go.
· We hired an inspector to start inspecting before any concrete was poured, everything, at every step was inspected and many changes and corrections were made so we are confident in our home’s integrity.
· We have GREAT neighbors on all sides, no complaints whatsoever.
We love our home but it is time for us to downsize and start working on our bucket list! We are searching for the family who will love this home as we do and enjoy it as we have!        Thank you, Debra & Jess
